What Does Guided Reading Look Like In the
Classroom?
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& The teacher works with a small group of students (4 -6 in a group). The groups are
flexibly grouped.

& Children are grouped according to similar reading processes and similar
Instructional reading levels.

& The text chosen for a group is one that provides opportunities for the students to
use reading strategies and provides an opportunity for a small amount of new
learning.

& Every child reads and is supported by teacher.
& The teacher provides an introduction that supports the learning of the text.

The parts of a guided reading lesson:
Noteworthy Information YOU can use!

Before reading Set the purpose for reading, introduce
vocabulary, make predictions, talk about the strategies
good readers use (KWL, webbing/use of graphic
organizers, etc).

During readingGuide students as they read, provide wait
time, give prompts or clues as needed by individual
students such as "Try that again. Does that make sense?

After reading Strengthen comprehension skills and provide
praise for strategies used by students during the reading.

What Is Shared Reading?

Ais an interactive reading experience.

Aallows children to join in the reading of a big book, poem,
or selected passage as guided by a teacher.

**uses an enlarged text that all children can see.

Arequires selected books/poems/passages that must be
suitable for students to join in the experience.

**Involves the children in reading together by the teacher
pointing to or sliding below each word in the text

Amodels the reading process and strategies used by
readers

Literature Circles or Book Clubgper Grades)
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What are Literature Circles?

1. Small groups of students gather together to discuss a piece of
literature in depth.

2. The discussion is guided by students' response to what they have
read. You may hear talk about events and characters in the book,
the author's craft, or personal experiences related to the story.

3. Literature circles provide a way for students to engage in critical
E)hlnllilng and reflection as they read, discuss, and respond to
00KkKs.

4. Collaboration is at the heart of this aPproach. Students reshape
and add onto their understanding as they construct meaning with
other readers.

5. FinaII%/, literature circles guide students to deeper understanding of
what they read through structured discussion and extended
written and artistic response.
